The physical therapist knocked on the door, cautiously opened it and asked, “Are you ready for me?”  The 

patient replied, “Give me another minute, please.”  He thanked me for coming and then I asked, “Could I say 

a prayer?” A big smile filled his face and he held out his hands for me to hold.   

 

“Dear Lord God,” I began, “we give thanks for a life filled with good memories, for laughter and for loved 

ones.  We are grateful for the wisdom of doctors and nurses.  We sit in awe of the human body with its  

remarkable ability to respond not only to medical treatment, but to love and touch.  We give voice to our 

frustration that the healing process hasn’t been as quick as we would have wished.  And we look to you for 

courage, hope and the peace that passes understanding.  Amen”   

 

We said our good-byes and as I left the therapist entered.  While I walked down the four flights of stairs and 

made my way to the car I said a silent thank-you.  I thought about the stories I had just heard.  The patient 

took me back some seventy-five years as he recalled the thrill of receiving his first bike, a shiny green Elgin 

bicycle.  He shared about his paper-route and how the daily paper he delivered cost all of twenty-four cents a 

week.  His generous customers gave him a quarter and said, “Keep the change.”  His stories took me back to 

my childhood and my first bike, a red Murray with those high handlebars and a banana seat.  Actually, my 

first bike was a red Schwinn with solid tires and training wheels.  That bike wasn’t really mine though; it 

was passed on to both of my sisters after I broke it in.  It was fun to reminisce.   

 

One of the real blessings of my job is the privilege of standing by people in life’s joyful moments as well as 

those tough times.   I’ve been in hospital rooms when infants made their first post-womb appearance and I 

have held hands with others as they passed from this life to the next.   Not only my private joy, but the 

shared joy of being in a faith community is that we get to know one another on a deeper level.  As I thought 

about my visit, it occurred to me that I held hands and prayed with a man who in other settings I may have 

hit on the shoulder and asked, “Did ya see the game?”  How wonderful it is to share life with others and to 

move beyond the surface relationships that dominate so much of life.  How wonderful it is to be comfortable 

holding the hand of another.

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CONFIRMATION CLASS  

Boston Trip Reflection

On the weekend of October 23, 2011, I went to Massachusetts as a Gilford Community Church confirmation 

student through the City Mission Society of Boston. Two confirmation mentors and five confirmation students 

attended along with Emily Clement, the Confirmation Leader. Our weekend began when we arrived at the Pil-

grim Church in Dorchester. There we prepared and served lunch to a record attendance of one hundred and 

thirty men, women, and children. At first, many of us were skeptical and uncertain as to what types of people 

would be attending this free lunch. However, once we began to hand out trays of tilapia, vegetables, potatoes, 

and rolls, we realized how gracious and friendly they were. We were very inspired by these people because 

despite the fact that violence and even murder was not uncommon in this area - hope, faith, and perseverance 

were still maintained. Before driving to Charlestown where we were to spend the night in the UCC, we stopped 

to see a talent show at the Reggie Lewis Center. It was uplifting to see many youth who live in a violence-

stricken area, share their talents, have faith that they can make a change, and believe that they are beautiful. It 

was an unforgettable experience. 

  

Once we arrived in Charlestown, we walked down to a nearby supermarket and purchased ingredients for din-

ner, breakfast, and thirty-five peanut butter and jelly sandwiches. That night we ate dinner, made the sandwich-

es, and talked about where we saw God in our experiences that day. The next morning we drove to the Porter 

Square T-Station in Cambridge where we worshiped outside. Some of the people we worshiped with seemed to 

be experiencing hardships such as homelessness, or mental illness. Therefore, after the worship, we passed out 

our peanut butter and jelly sandwiches, and the people who ran the mass gave each person a bag with toiletries 

and socks. They were very outgoing and grateful. They welcomed us into their worship center with smiles and 

friendly handshakes. This weekend really broadened our horizons and made us realize how we can serve as 

God’s children.  
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
