I’'m grateful for my hot cup of coffee at 5:00 a.m. As I enjoyed my large mug of morning java, I also gave
thanks for my sense of smell. Coffee smells wonderful, doesn’t it? As I savored the cup a little longer than
usual, I gave thanks for that person centuries ago, who looked at a coffee bean and thought: “I wonder what
would happen if I ground this up and boiled it in water?” This prompted me to give thanks for human
mgenuity.

A bit later, I took a walk with my wife. Darkness still enveloped the Acres when we began, but within
minutes, we witnessed a stunning sunrise. The trees were just beginning to expose their autumn hue. We
live in a most beautiful place. That led me to give thanks for Walt Flinn. That’s right, we wouldn’t be here
if Walt hadn’t called 10 years ago and said, “Michael would you consider . . .”

As I held that grateful thought in my heart for a while, I became thankful for this church. Many of you have
enriched my life, which made me appreciative of meaningful work. I can’t imagine what I would do if I
were not engaged in something I deem significant.

It was G.K. Chesterton who wrote, “I would maintain that thanks are the highest form of thought; and that

gratitude is happiness doubled by wonder.” What a wonderful idea and an even better way to live.

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IN THE PEW............

The story of Carolyn Drake and Roger Bailey is an
“East meets West” story. Carolyn, a Southern
California girl, grew up in a family of 3 children, her
youngest brother 17 years older. As a child, every
other year her family traveled to NH to a lake house
on Winnipesaukee to visit her mom’s family and then
to South Carolina to visit her dad’s family.

Roger was born in North Carolina, where his dad was
an engineer for a tungsten mine. He began his
westward trek when the family moved to Ouray and
another mine in the mountains of Colorado. An only
child, he says, “All my young life I was by myself,
playing and learning in the mountains.” When he was
ash grader, he moved to Idria, California, a company
town; the company owned everything including the 2-
room school where there were either 2 or 3 teachers,
depending upon the number of students. After a
couple of years of really rural life, They moved to
Gilroy, California, whose call to fame is that it is the
Garlic Capital of the World.

Both Roger and Carolyn attended UC San Diego. “I
met him over mixing a 5- gallon water bottle of
orange juice for a dorm party”, Carolyn says. After
the party, they joined a group sitting on the stairs
and talked the rest of the night; this began a
relationship that culminated in marriage in 1979.

Carolyn’s biology degree and Roger’s computer
degrees took them to San Jose in Silicon Valley
where they lived for 13 years. She worked in a VA
lab and later went to Stanford Medical School and
continued there throughout her residency; he worked
for a large mainframe computer manufacturer. Their
first son, Alexander, was six months old when
Carolyn graduated with her medical degree.

They moved to Chapel Hill, NC, for Roger to get his
MBA degree; Second son Nick, like his father, was
born a “tar heel”. During this time, the family
traveled to their summer lake house at every
opportunity, but spent most of their time working on
the aging house. They finally decided to move to NH
to be closer to care for that house.

A friend told Carolyn that her group in Nashua
needed a doctor, so her NH career began. Her mother
was diagnosed with Alzheimer’s disease, so Roger
began his first try as a stay-at-home dad until they
moved her mother into an assisted living situation, at
which time, he went to work for a startup electronics
manufacturer near Boston. Bryan was born in Nashua
and it was here that Roger began his lengthy scouting
career with his three sons which has continued for 18
years.

Roger began working for Cisco, which necessitated a
great deal of travel and Carolyn reduced her practice
to part-time in order to return to school for training at
Mass. General in Urogynecology. “Life was crazy;
we had to have a nanny”, they say. When they
realized that most of Roger’s salary was going to pay
someone else to raise their children, he became a
stay-at-home dad again.

In 2004, they moved to Gilford where Carolyn began
working at LRGH as a go-between gynecologist
between Laconia and Franklin. They immediately
became active in the community and joined GCC.
Roger went to work in all aspects of scouting and in
2006 started the Robotics program at the high school;
this includes raising the money to fund the program
and supervising the activity. He also accompanied
the youth of the church to Jamaica on a mission trip.
Carolyn became a major sewer of costumes in the
drama program at the high school when Alex began to
act in the shows; she continued as Nick joined the
Technical Crew.

Carolyn has become Department Chair at LRGH and
has been to Africa once and Guatemala twice on
surgical mission trips in those countries. She currently
has returned to school at UNH in the Executive MBA
program. She hopes to become a bridge of
understanding between the administration and those
who work directly with patients at the hospital.

which is developing Ice Rescue vehicles and is moving toward a full patent on his vehicles.

Amid all of their educational pursuits and work with youth, they find time to kayak, bike and snow ski. This
education-kid-oriented couple makes a real difference in the lives of youth wherever they are; they seem to be
indefatigable.
